Who we are:

The Philanthropy Corps is a new student partnership with the Tompkins County United Way. The hope of this program is to generate money through event sponsorship, campus alliances, and its connection with the Ithaca College faculty United Way campaign. Once funds have been amassed, trained IC students will review applications from Ithaca community non-profits, and allocate monetary grants to those in need. We strongly believe that through the combined efforts of all Ithaca College organizations, we can make a larger impact on the community.

Ithaca College Philanthropy Corps mission statement:

We exist to provide a repository and allocation service for Ithaca College organizations to place charitable funds, believing in the values of student leadership, philanthropy, and cooperation so that the collective efforts of campus organizations might better serve worthy Tompkins County non-profit organizations.


We fund projects that:

· Are 501(c)(3) organizations

· Benefit the local Tompkins County Community

· Do not rely on annual continued support from the Stone Soup Philanthropy Corps

· May be applied towards programming or capital expenses (ongoing administrative or operational expenses such as salaries and/or stipends and expenses that occur prior to the expected announcement dates of the grant awards will not be considered)

· Are less than $4,000

We give priority to projects that:

· Fund new initiatives or would provide seed money for a new program

· Promote community resident participation and engagement

· Reflect a comprehensive approach to community development
